Adorned with rare collectibles and antiques, every corner reflects
our deep appreciation for regional artistry and craftsmanship. As
visitors step into Mexico City's surreal energy, they enter a living
cabinet of curiosities at La Valise, ready to fill their ‘valises’ and
embark on a unique journey.

Lk VALTSE

La Valise Mexico City merges two 1920s French-style edifices on
a picturesque Roma Norte corner. The design of our property
spans over two buildings, adding a distinctive charm to the
neighborhood. The original trio of suites each occupies an entire
floor, paying homage to the traditional architectural style of this
area. In 2024, an adjacent property was seamlessly integrated
into the original one, expanding the offerings to include five
additional suites, the Piscinema concept, a lobby, among other
amenities. Every room is creatively designed in accord with our
dreamy theme, from the suite names to the retractable beds and
our celestial moon door.

This thoughtful expansion enhances intimacy, crafting an intimate
guesthouse where visitors feel like cherished friends rather than
hotel guests. Our boutique concept reimagines the sophisticated
traveler's home, where every guest becomes part of a unique
narrative.

Enveloped in a magical atmosphere, the
Halo Suite is a gallery-style space with a
grand lounge area. Three French-style
windows open onto balconettes,
looking out over the entire
neighborhood. Outside its windows
hangs the lush tree canopy, offering
shade and a swaying breeze. It's
comfort room features spa-style
commodities and a deluxe bathtub for
relaxing.




ATLAS SUITE

The Atlas Suite is perfect for unfolding
your maps and itineraries and planning
new ones across this double level space.
Its trunks are filled with curious objects
from all across Mexico, as well as vintage
pieces and bespoke creations from our
design team. A well-lit passage way
ushers a dramatic entrance into this
suite. A small stairway leads up towards
an indoor powder room and then up
onto the roof where an outdoor shower
and bathtub stand solemnly over the
city’s canopy of trees. This suite is as if a
lived-in flat with dynamic spaces and
ever-shifting locations of inspiration.
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A retreat for the mind and body, this
cosmic suite is an ode to the universe and
its beautiful creations.
